100 year s ago
From the Newport Daily News, August 14, 1905:

A special executive session of the town council was held
Saturday evening. The proceedings are supposed to be kept quiet,
but it is understood that the principa business was the appoint-
ment of a constable to enforce the liquor law. Mr. Lewis E.

25 years ago
From the Newport Daily News, August 19, 1980:

Residents of Jamestown jammed the Recreation Center to
overflowing last night during a three-hour public hearing on the
route of the proposed new Jamestown Bridge. Between 400 and
500 attended.

From the Newport Daily News, August 21, 1930:

The run from Jamestown to Beaver Tail is being extensively
used by automohiles. A large number are seen on the road daily. 50 years ago
From the Newport Daily News, August 16, 1955:

The Beavertail area, which was closed last week for three days
because of the hurricane threat, was reopened to motorists and pic-
nickers Sunday. Bathers visited Mackerel Cove but bathing was
hampered by the heavy seaweed and debris churned up by the heavy
seas. An eight-foot shark was sighted on the sand bar at Mackerel
Cove Sunday afternoon by Frank Kennedy of Woonsocket who was
bathing with his children. A large number of porpoises following
school tuna were seen in the Mackerel Cove area.

From the Newport Daily News, August 16, 1905:

It isreported that since the new constable has been appoint-
ed to enforce the liquor law, one of the clubs here has closed its
doors and gone out of business.
