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thousands of dollars in studies, le-
gal fees, rebuttals, consultants, etc. 
I, for one, do not want to give the 
NECC anymore opportunities to 
drain Jamestown’s fi scal blood.

And speaking of misinforma-
tion, it now appears to be coming 
from the other side as well. Recent 
ads condemning the Upper Taylor 
Point council vote and claiming 
the Lot 47 location as a forgone 
conclusion are simply not true and 
irresponsible. The permitting pro-
cess alone for Lot 47 could still 
take years, resulting in additional, 
unforeseeable costs.

Also of note, the Upper Tay-
lor Point location has never been 
available before. If it had, I believe 
it would have been seriously con-
sidered. As I stated earlier, it is as 

viable an option as Lot 47 - not a 
second best option - but an equal. 
Another recent development is the 
town now has a signed commitment 
of $150,000 to secure Lot 47 as a 
permanent buffer to the landfi ll. 
This is a good thing. It lowers the 
cost of the facility (even after pur-
chasing Taylor Point for $97,000) 
and accomplishes the other reason 
why Lot 47 was acquired by the 
town in the fi rst place. Remember, 
according to the offi cial minutes of 
the meeting in 1986, Lot 47 was 
purchased for future use as either a 
highway facility or a buffer to the 
landfi ll.

Finally, I’ll propose the most 
critical reason to support the coun-
cil vote, but sadly, the one that 
seems to have been cast aside. 
This project started two decades 
ago because our DPW personnel 
- our friends and neighbors - work 
in a dump. A crumbling, hazard-
ous, leaking, freezing, cramped 

dump. What has instead become 
the consuming issue is which side 
regarding the location debate is 
right. Which location advocacy 
group will get their way. It’s now 
an armchair argument of letters to 
the Press and chest-thumping at 
council meetings (from both sides 
of the table). Compared to lying on 
frozen, wet ground under a truck, 
early one February morning, it’s 
very easy to squabble endlessly.

Presently, the council has se-
lected a viable site to end this fi s-
cal and emotional nightmare. It is 
not necessary to demonstrate to 
anyone that the NECC has done a 
great disservice to the community. 
Instead, it is time to stand tall, put 
self-absorbed, personal vindica-
tions aside, and do what is right for 
our town workers and the preser-
vation of Jamestown’s community 
spirit.

I sincerely urge you to support 
the Council’s decision on Aug. 28.

Misinformation 
on barn sites

Last week, in his letter to the 
editor, Dennis Webster stated, 
“there seems to be a lot of false in-
formation going around about the 
highway garage.”  I totally agree.

Webster states that half the roads 
in Jamestown are in the north end 
therefore, there is no advantage to 
locating a highway garage in the 
center of the island. 

The leaders of Jamestown’s 

Emergency Response Team, Chief 
Tighe and Fred Pease, have stated 
the highway garage needs to be 
centrally located to insure the fast-
est response time in emergencies. 
They (the DPW) shouldn’t be tied 
up for days trying to hack their 
way into town after a major event. 

The Rhode Island Emergency 
Management Agency has stated, 
“The operational benefi t of co-lo-
cating the highway barn with each 
of the town’s divisions that have a 
critical role in disaster response is 
highly supported.”

Concerning costs, Webster 
overlooked a key point—the kind 
of roads on the north end. The 
north end has a mixture of paved, 
dirt and paper roads. None have 
sewer or water pipes and there are 
few storm water drains. The roads 
on the rest of Jamestown contain 
buried water, sewer and storm 
pipes. Time is the missing com-
ponent here; the roads outside of 
the north end require considerably 
more time to build and much more 
time to maintain.

Webster further notes that a 
highway garage located between 
the Newport Bridge and sewer 
plant would create a split facility 
operation. Our Town Administra-
tor, Bruce Keiser, pointed out last 
week that this is not the case; he 
stated that all daily material stor-
age and operations can be handled 
from the bridge authority loca-
tion. A split facility “would” be 

created if we build the garage on 
lot 47. Why is this so? Because 
DEM has mandated that no fuel 
or salt/sand mixture can be stored 
on Lot 47. Additionally, they have 
banned all truck washing activities 
at this site. All are currently ac-
complished elsewhere and can be 
accomplished at the sewage treat-
ment plan.

For some reason Webster con-
tinually references wealthy neigh-
bors as the reason the highway 
garage has not been built on the 
landfi ll or Lot 47. The truth is for 
years the town’s approach has been 
to try to hide a highway garage at 
various locations on or adjacent to 
the landfi ll. At each location the 
roadblock has been the skyrocket-
ing costs necessary to conform to 
DEM environmental requirements. 
There have been no lawsuits by 
the neighbors. Let’s end the phony 
wealthy neighborhood conspiracy. 
The neighbors have done noth-
ing more than any neighborhood 
would do if a landfi ll was abutting 
their property—work with DEM 
to insure landfi ll closure regula-
tions are being met, nothing more 
and nothing less.  

Lot 47 is a red herring at best, 
and placing any building there is 
many years away. There is no cur-
rent way to adequately reach it; a 
road needs to be built through the 
landfi ll or through a congested 
neighborhood. There are multiple 
DEM and zoning requirements that

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will have to be met before any road 
is allowed to go over the landfi ll 
or through an undersized road in a 
congested neighborhood —resolv-
ing these requirements will take 
years and years and will once again 
result in skyrocketing costs. DEM 
has also placed severe restrictions 
on the quantity of water that can 
be drawn from Lot 47. Why did 
DEM do this? Because their draw-
down tests indicated the potential 
to move contaminated water from 
under the landfi ll towards the wells 
of the new and growing residential 
neighborhood to the east. 

The Town Council’s choice not 
to build on the landfi ll or Lot 47 
was one of common sense. The 
common sense thing for the pub-
lic to do now is to back their deci-
sion and place the highway garage 
where it belongs—in a central lo-
cation, where it will not result in 
a split facility, where it is hidden 
from view, has no impact on the 
surrounding neighborhood, has 
no potential environmental issues, 
can be built now and has zero po-
tential for skyrocketing costs.
