Rebekah Rosen-Gomez’s let-
ter to the Press last week makes 
some good points. As a board 
member of the Jamestown Edu-
cation Foundation (JEF), I would 
like to respond. 

JEF was created nearly four 
years ago to address some of the 
very needs Ms. Rosen-Gomez 
cites. In those few years, JEF has 
worked with Principal Kathy Al-
manzor to create a wonderful Af-
ter-School Program, which serves 
almost 75 percent of the local 
school population. The offerings 
vary hugely, from cooking to ro-
botics to drama to Spanish instruc-
tion to string ensemble to drawing 
(not to mention the school’s cross 
country, soccer, and other sports 
available to the students). Almost 
all of these after-school programs 

have been free to all students, ef-
fectively extending the school 
day for one hour of cultural, ath-
letic and academic enrichment. 
Both school buildings buzz with 
activity long after the bell rings at 
2:40. 

JEF is active within the larger 
community as well. We partner 
with other organizations to bring 
innovative programs and activities 
to Jamestown. Among these are 
our annual Save the Bay Summer 
Camp and the teen center (Under 
the superb leadership of Melissa 
Minto, the teen center dealt with 
the lack of a permanent home 
while still offering activities and 
fi eld trips for local students. Their 
new home at the community cen-
ter is long overdue.) JEF has also 
given support to the Conanicut 
Island Raptor Project and the 
Narragansett Bay Coyote Study 
to give our students a chance to 
learn about the animals living 
among us. Data and/or curriculum 
for both studies have been used in 
Jamestown classrooms, as well as 
being available on the web for the 
general public.

Finally, Ms. Rosen-Gomez 
asks, “Where are the social 
events...?” I’d like to invite her 
and her family to the JEF Sing 
Along with the Sound of Music 
Night at the Jane Pickens Theater 
on Nov. 29, at 6:30 p.m. The clas-
sic movie will be shown on the 

big screen, as the “bouncing ball” 
helps everyone sing along. This 
family night at the movies is just 
$5 per person. Wear a costume 
and win a prize! We hope to see 
you there.

No local pass
for the bridge?

In the past two editions of the 
Press, I have read the articles 
about the Newport Bridge, i.e. 
EZ Pass and the PR fi rm hired to 
assuage my dissonance about the 
bridge and turnpike authority. Af-
ter reading both, my head is about 
to explode.

At the outset, let me be clear 
about my agenda. As a compo-
nent of EZ Pass, there needs to 
be a component called Local 
Pass. This would entitle ‘local’ 
users unlimited use for a fi xed 
monthly or annual fee. Or, based 
upon some formula of total trips 
during a specifi ed period of time 
- a regressively pro-rated-per-trip 
amount that would be in a sliding 
scale somewhere between 30 and 
50 cents. 

Should be simple enough. As a 
part of the application process to 
get the little electronic thingy you 
need to Velcro to your windshield, 
if you live in certain communities 
that would authenticate you as a 
local… voila… Local Pass. Or, if 
you can prove you use the bridge 
every day for work… shazam… 
Local Pass. 

Wilbur Smith Associates is 
being paid $137.50 an hour for 
1,672 hours to make recommen-
dations and provide process over-

sight? Nice gig! And what about 
any of the full time employees at 
the RIBTA? What do they do for 
the almost $2 million in payroll 
a year? And now we are being 
told that a PR fi rm is being hired 
at $175 an hour to “position the 
bridge as a critical component 
of the state’s infrastructure (who 
cares?)… yadda yadda… respon-
sibly operated, sensitive to the 
needs of the people…”

Hold on! Stop right there! Sen-
sitive to the needs of the people? 
You’ve got to be kidding me! 
Just slap me and call me stupid. 
Try this one on for size. I need a 
bridge to cross that doesn’t have 
to be a line item in my budget. 
How about being sensitive to that 
need? Or how about my need to 
not disproportionately support the 
bridge compared to other people 
in the state (or specifi cally, those 
who use the Mt. Hope Bridge 
every day). Feeling the need to 
maintain revenues? Raise the cash 
toll to $5… the most I want to pay 
is 50 cents – less if I have to go 
to the grocery and the hospital in 
the same day – I advocate “free” 
for second and all subsequent 
trips in a 24 hour period… and 
EZ Pass can make it all happen. 
It’s a database that will track an 
infi nite number of accounts and 
anything that can be conceived 
can be delivered. Actually, it is 
an extremely simple application. 
The fortitude and will to make it 
happen is all that is missing. 

There is a window of opportu-
nity here. The technology is avail-
able. Hire me for $100 an hour 
(discount rate due to vested inter-
est) and I will be thrilled to tell 
you how to do it. I invite, implore 
and erstwhile challenge anyone / 
someone from the RDW Group to 
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earn your $175 an hour and tell 
me why Local Pass is not pos-
sible and then have the $137.50 
an hour people fi gure out a way to 
make it happen… or just ask me, 
it will only take about ten min-
utes… and I won’t even bill the 
hour minimum.

No Fee Unless Successful

A state Good Samaritan law does not bar a 
negligence claim against an individual who allegedly 
injured the plaintiff by removing her from her vehicle 
after an accident, the California Court of Appeals has 
ruled.

The defendant was a friend of the plaintiff who 
was driving in a separate car when the plaintiff's car 
slammed into a light post. The defendant, who stopped 
and dragged the plaintiff out of her car, said she did so 
because she thought the car was going to blow up. But 
the plaintiff claimed she was in no immediate danger 
and that the defendent's actions aggravated the spinal 
injury she suffered during the accident and rendered 
her paraplegic.

The court said the Good Samaritan law did not 
apply and the person could be sued because there was 
no immediate medical emergency.
