Be prepared for an injury to
your pet says Dr. Joshua Hatch of
the Jamestown Animal Clinic in
his Pet Tip of the Week.

“A first aid kit for your pet can
be very helpful in a minor emer-
gency. Have some gauze, cotton
bandage material, a bit of first aid
tape, and small cling bandages
like an Ace bandage to cover any
wounds or lacerationsthat your pet
suffers. Having some sterile saline
eyewash is great if your pet gets
debrisin hiseyes or sprayed in the
face by a skunk. Some 3-percent
hydrogen peroxide or ipecac syr-
up is useful to induce vomiting if
your pet eats something it should
not and you cannot get them to the
veterinarian’s office right away.

“Having a muzzle and a large
towel set aside can be invaluable
if your pet isinjured, in pain, and
needsto be moved. Don't be afraid
to have amuzzle available because
the last thing we want is you get-
ting injured while trying to help
your hurt and scared pet to safety.

“Finally, have emergency con-
tact numbers available including
your veterinarian’s office, other
emergency hospitals nearby, and
neighbors who can help if need-

Avenue stars in film made by summer residents

What began as a project to keep
a couple of retired guys “out of
our wives hair,” has resulted in
an informative and entertaining
documentary that will benefit the
island’s historical society.

Barry Cook and Nicholas
Schaus, who are summer residents
of the idand, met through their
wives, who are good friends. The
men came up with the idea last
year to document the importance
of Narragansett Avenue through-
out the history of theisland.

Using interviews with current
merchants and residents who ei-
ther live or work on the avenue,
interspersed with historical pho-
tos, the two have captured the es-
sence of the street at the heart of
the island.

Viewers will instantly recog-
nize the summer traffic jams, the
off-loading beer trucks on Friday
mornings. The way the fire horn
works its way into everyone's life

will have viewers nodding know-
ingly.
