pass the increase on to their cus-
tomers. It will make the dumpster 
price go up, and on a big renovation 
job, a sizable disposal increase can 
amount to a pretty big hit.”

Spinnaker’s Café owner Mike 
Ridge said, “The price increase for 
that one service isn’t going to no-
ticeably affect our prices or cost of 
doing business. But when you ac-
cumulate all the little price increas-
es that have been occurring lately, 
they add up to a signifi cant amount. 
I think everyone is feeling the pinch 
to some degree.”
