The Jamestown Historical Society summer offi cially starts this week-
end. On Saturday, June 20, the old Jamestown Windmill opens for the 
summer. The Conanicut Friends Meetinghouse will also have its annual 
open house. 

Both sites are open to the public on Saturday from 1 to 4 p.m.  
Everyone who has volunteered to be a greeter at the windmill this 

summer is encouraged to attend the opening day for orientation and re-
view of windmill procedures. Training for volunteers at the museum is 
scheduled for this Saturday, June 20, from 1 to 4 p.m.

On Sunday, June 21, the JHS museum summer exhibit “Educating 
Jamestown: Then and Now” will open with a reception and tour of both 
the museum and the JHS vault from 1 to 4 p.m.

The JHS vault is in the Jamestown Town Hall basement, which is 
across the street from the museum, houses the society’s collection of 
archives, textiles, photographs, and other special items. Visitors during 
the open house will see how material is stored and cataloged and how to 
retrieve information from the catalogue software program.  

After this weekend, the windmill will be open from 1 to 4 p.m. on Sat-
urdays and Sundays through Oct. 12, as well as July 4 and Labor Day.
